2. KNOW HOW TO LOG ON TO THE COLLEGE NETWORK

Multifactor Authentication (MFA)
Assiniboine Community College requires all students and staff to use an additional method to verify

identity when accessing college systems, this is known as multifactor authentication (MFA). MFA adds
an extra layer of security to protect you, your personal information and college systems from

unauthorized access and phishing attacks.

Do not delete the app after, you will need it
for every time you login to Assiniboine services.

2. Purchase a YubiKey, costs vary by type and are available at the Bookstore. It is important to know
the type required for your device.

The Comprehensive Health Care Aide program will give you opportunities to practice in a wide variety
of health care settings. Your education will emphasize skills that future employers are looking for,
including assisting with activities of daily living, meal and mobility assistance, and observation and
reporting of patient conditions.

Upon graduation, you will be an important part of a health care team. You will provide much-needed
personal support and services to the sick, disabled, elderly and chronically ill.

A certificate as a Comprehensive Health Care Aide can open the door to jobs for you in hospitals,
personal care homes, acute and extended care, doctor’s offices, private care facilities, mental health
settings and home care.
