» English 40G/40S or equivalent with a minimum mark of 60%
» Current criminal record check

» Current child abuse registry check

» Current adult abuse registry check

All applicants educated outside of Canada or in a country
not on the test exempt list are expected to meet the English
language proficiency requirement.
