Check The Admission Requirements 
Each program has specifc admission requirements, as well 
as English language profciency requirements, noted in the 
college calendar, brochures and on the website. Please note, 
competitive entry programs have additional requirements 
for the purpose of applicant selection. Visit 
assiniboine.net/admissionrequirements for a complete list. 

If an applicant does not meet the published requirements, 
they may apply for an assessment of special circumstances 
through the Registrar’s Ofce. Applicants in this category 
include those with modifed academic credits in their 
secondary studies such as M (modifed), E (English as an 
additional language), I (individualized) or home study. Visit 
assiniboine.net/registrar for more details. 

English Language Profciency 
English is the language of instruction and communication 
at Assiniboine. Each program sets its own English language 
profciency requirements. All applicants must meet or 
exceed the level of English language skills as outlined in 
the program’s admission requirements. Applicants must 
demonstrate ability in English that will meet the demands of 
classroom instruction, discussions and written assignments. 

Applicants must provide supporting documentation to 
show you meet one of the acceptable conditions and will 
not be admitted until the requirements have been met. See 
assiniboine.net/elp for the full list of acceptable conditions 
and exceptions. 

International Students/Permanent Residents 
International students (residents of another country who 
require a study permit to legally study in Canada) must use 
the international student application guide and form. Visit 
assiniboine.net/international for details. 

Permanent residents should use this application form—not 
the international student application—and must provide 
English translations of transcripts. Applicants may be asked 
to demonstrate English language profciency. A copy of  
their permanent resident documentation must accompany 
the application. 

Financial Aid, Assistance & Scholarships 
Everyone should consider applying for fnancial aid and 
awards—chances are you’re eligible for some support. There 
are various options when it comes to funding your education 
and students can receive funding from more than one source. 

Student loans are available to students through  
provincial and federal student aid programs. 
Non-repayable grants and bursaries are also available.

More than $1 million in scholarships and bursaries are 
available to new and returning Assiniboine students. 
Scholarships can be based on various criteria, such as 
academic achievement, school or community involvement 
or athletics. Bursaries are based primarily on fnancial need.

When To Apply 
Early application is recommended as most programs can 
accommodate only a limited number of students. Assiniboine 
begins processing applications 12 months in advance of the 
program start date. 

How To Complete The  
Application Successfully 
Applicants are responsible for the completeness and accuracy 
of their application. Any applicant submitting falsifed or forged 
documents will be referred to the appropriate authorities. 
The applicant is required to include a $95 non-refundable 
application fee for each program application.

To explore college (up to 12 credits) without being formally 
admitted, you can apply as an undeclared student. This 
option may be permitted through a letter of permission from 
the Registrar's Ofce. 

Personal Information 
The required personal information is collected for the 
purposes of admission and related activities. As an applicant, 
it is your responsibility to keep all of your personal information 
up to date. This includes your full legal name, address, 
phone number and email address. Your legal name will 
appear on your certifcate/ diploma/transcript as indicated 
on the application form. If a change is required, ofcial 
documentation must be provided to the Registrar’s Ofce. 

Applicants applying for fnancial aid or scholarships, awards and 
bursaries must provide their Canadian social insurance number. 

Citizenship 
Declare if you are a Canadian citizen, permanent resident, 
refugee claimant or other. Permanent residents must submit  
a copy of the PR card with the application. Refugee claimants 
must provide their Refugee Protection Claimant document 
issued by the Immigration and Refugee Board of Canada. 
Study permit applicants should use the international 
application guide. Visit assiniboine.net/international. 

Primary Language 
On the application, indicate your frst spoken and still 
understood language, as well as testing details, if applicable.

Educational Background 
If you attended Grade 12 in Manitoba, include your Manitoba 
education and training (MET) number. The MET number can be 
found on your high school transcript or on your report card. 

You must submit an original, ofcial transcript from all 
educational institutions you have attended. If you are enrolled 
in high school, you must submit an original, ofcial transcript of 
the last grade or level completed and a letter from the school 
confrming the subjects in which you are currently registered. 
You should also submit transcripts relating to upgrading, 
or any other academic qualifcations you have. Unofcial 
transcripts can be used to assess applications, but a fnal 
admission ofer cannot be made until ofcial documents arrive. 
Please note that it can take 6-8 weeks to receive original, 
ofcial documents, so you should request those from your 
high school or previous post-secondary institution as soon 

as possible. If you have questions about accessing ofcial 
transcripts, please call us at 204.725.8701 or 1.800.862.6307 
ext 4036.

All transcripts and other supporting documents must be in 
English or have ofcial English translations attached. 

Assiniboine keeps all original documents submitted in 
support of an application for admission. These documents 
cannot be returned.

Although not required, you are encouraged to self-declare 
if you are a visible minority, of Indigenous ancestry, a past/ 
current member of the Canadian Armed Forces, a past/ 
current youth in care or a frst-generation learner. Assiniboine 
collects this data for statistical purposes and to provide 
appropriate services. 

If you have physical, visual, hearing or learning disabilities, 
physical or mental health conditions, or other permanent 
or temporary disabling conditions, please indicate that you 
would like to receive information about these services on the 
application form. Assiniboine is committed to supporting and 
accommodating students. 

Applicants interested in participating in varsity sports, 
indicate ‘yes’ on the application form to receive further 
information from Athletics.
