e Operates and maintains ice maintenance equipment to clean natural and artificial ice surfaces;
Performs grounds and building maintenance tasks as required, including snow removal, painting, minor
plumbing, welding, carpentry and mechanical;

e Determines the need for skilled trades people to attend the facility to manage equipment malfunctions or
servicing;

e Tests and treats pool water to meet proper specifications and adds chemicals as required.
