PURPOSE OF POSITION
To participate as part of a working team that operates a variety of equipment and machinery and performs the
tasks required for the safe and efficient operations of the City’s Streets Section.

TYPICAL DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES
¢ Operates a variety of equipment such as street sweeper, sidewalk plow/broom/blower, sander, crack
sealer machine, asphalt router, smaller front-end loader, flusher truck, patching unit, asphalt reclaimer,
tandem and smaller truck plows, line painting machine, asphalt pre-mix heater and other equipment of
similar type;
e May be required to operate a variety of equipment;
e Performs repair work with the cement and asphalt crew’s; such work may include providing guidance and
direction in a three to four-person crew;
¢ Installs and operates special attachments for the equipment;
