PROJECT/JOB DESCRIPTION: The Assiniboine Forest encompasses 287 hectares of aspen-oak
forest, wetlands, and small meadows. Numerous trails run through the forest and require annual
maintenance during the spring and summer months. The Harte Trail extends from the west perimeter
highway in Charleswood to the south end of the Assiniboine Forest. Annual maintenance is required
along the Harte trail including pruning, maintaining tree plantings, and invasive species removal.

e Maintain and build trails, spread woodchips, prune trees and shrubs
e Assist with invasive species control, debris cleanup, graffiti removal, empty garbage bins
e Assist with the planting and maintenance of native trees, shrubs, grasses and wildflowers
