Maintenance Persons assist in the installation, construction,
repair and abandonment of gas pipelines and related facilities in the gas distribution system as well as responding to Natural Gas
related emergencies.

Responsibilities:

- As part of your training, you will be required to successfully complete the Apprenticeship Manitoba Utility Gas Fitter's Licence
exam

- Maintenance Persons need to continuously upgrade their skills and knowledge to keep pace with the ongoing development of
recent technology in the Natural Gas industry

- Repair and make alterations to the Natural Gas distribution system including above and below grade piping and equipment
- Replace Natural Gas meters and regulators and repair or install service lines
- Respond to Natural Gas related emergencies such as damaged gas lines or below grade gas odor calls.
- Operate hand, power and hydraulic tools, instruments, squeezing equipment, power excavation equipment (e.g., backhoe,

trenchers, etc.) and pipeline tapping & stopping equipment
- Be prepared to work outside of headquarter zone periodically

- High school graduate
- Possess a valid Class 5 Manitoba Driver's Licence and be eligible to upgrade to Class 3 with an air endorsement
- Meet the challenges of physically demanding work in all types of weather
- Capable of working at heights on ladders, scaffolding, catwalks, roof tops and mechanical lifts
- Be prepared to work with higher pressure natural gas and mechanical systems while adhering to established safety

procedures
